Rules of Conduct for Overnight Groups

To ensure a safe and pleasant visit participants in the overnight stay aboard World War II submarine Pampanito are expected to abide by the rules which follow. The teacher/group leader should read the rules to the entire group at one time.

Running/Horseplay:  No running or “horse play” is permitted either aboard the vessel or on the pier. Discipline is the responsibility of the group leader!  Adequate adult supervision is to be provided by the visiting organization at all times. After dark no crewmembers are to leave the submarine or walk topside unless accompanied by an adult. Adults attending the overnight stay with the children are expected to remain with the group at all times. The main gate to the pier will remain shut and locked until morning. Adults who leave the premises will not be permitted to return. There must be at least one (1) adult for every six (6) group members under the age of 18. There must be two (2) adults for every six (6) group members if the majority of the group is under the age of 8.

Restricted Areas:  Restricted areas are well marked – do not attempt to enter these areas without permission of staff. This includes the conning tower. While topside never leave the marked walkway. Do not climb on any deck guns or on the periscopes or lookout platforms.

Historic Artifacts: Do not turn valves, switches, handles or otherwise attempt to operate any equipment aboard the submarine. Everything on board is considered an historic artifact and must be treated with the proper respect.  Remember, Pampanito is a National Historic Landmark.

Non-Permitted Items:

· No consumption of alcoholic beverages either on or off premises during the course of the visit.

· No smoking on the submarine or adjacent pier.

· No gum, sunflower seeds or peanuts and pistachios with shells.

Food/Cooking: No cooking is allowed on board the submarine. Visitors are permitted to prepare cold meals or bring “snack type” foods. All food and liquid is to be consumed at the tables in the crew’s mess. No food or drink is permitted in any other compartment of the boat.

Designated Sleeping Areas:  Bunks are  available in the After Battery Compartment (36) and the Forward Battery Compartment (12). At least three (3) adults must sleep in the After Battery Compartment to supervise group members sleeping there. No mattresses may be moved from the bunks themselves. Sleeping in the Aft or Forward Torpedo Compartment is prohibited. The Captain’s compartment and the Ward room are off limits to overnight guests. When not in bunks shoes must be worn at all times.

TV/VCR: Adults will be responsible for overseeing operation of the TV/VCR for viewing videotapes. Please rewind tapes after viewing and replace in tape case.

Cleaning: The group shall clean all areas occupied on board the vessel before departing to the satisfaction of Pampanito staff.

Paperwork: Group supervisor is to make sure all required paperwork is completed.

Follow Staff Directions: For your safety the group is expected to follow all directions and any special instructions issued by staff members.

Further Guidelines

· For your safety keep hands free at all times while on board.

· Swinging through the watertight doors is prohibited.

· Groups must clean and evacuate the boat by 8:30 sharp.

I, the undersigned acknowledge receipt of a copy of the Rules of Conduct for Overnight Groups. I have read the rules to the group and have instructed every group member and chaperone to adhere to them. Further I understand that if the group fails to abide by the Rules of Conduct the entire group may be asked to leave.
